The plaintiff - ABC agreed to purchase a residential plot city survey no. 123
admeasuring 1500 sq.ft situated at Thane, from the defendant - XYZ, for a valuable
consideration of Rs. 5,00,000/- (Rupees Five Lacs only), as per the agreement of sale
executed on 10.6.2003 at Thane. The plaintiff paid an amount of Rs. 2,00,000/- (Rupees
Two Lacs only) as earnest and the sale deed was agreed to be executed within a period
of one year, after the defendant cleared the encumbrance on the suit plot. The remaining
amount of consideration was agreed to be paid by the plaintiff at the time of the
execution of the sale deed, when the defendant had agreed to deliver clear and vacant
possession of the suit plot {o the plaintiff.

P.T.O.
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As the defendant failed to execute the sale deed as agreed, the plaintiff issued a
notice to the defendant on 15.6.2004 calling upon him to execute the sale deed. As the
defendant failed to comply, the plaintiff filed a civil suit against the defendant, in the
court of Civil Judge Sr. Dvn. Thane, for specific performance of the contract. According
to plaintiff he was ready and willing to perform his part of the contract but the
defendant failed. The plaintiff praved for a direction to execute the sale deed and
delivery of vacant possession alongwith costs etc.

Averments in the written statement

The defendant resisted the claim. He contended that the plaintiff is a money
lender doing illegal money lending business without a licence. He is charging exhorbitant
interest. The defendant was in need of money. Defendant had obtained Rs. 1,00,000/
- as loan from the plaintiff. On the insistence of plaintiff the agreement of sale was
executed as a security for the amount advanced. Inflated amount was shown as earnest.
The amount with interest is returned to the plaintiff, when he agreed to destroy the
document. The plaintiff is taking undue advantage of the same.

The alleged agreement is nol on proper stamp paper and it is not registered. The
suit be dismissed for these reasons.

SET B

Averments in the plaint

The plaintiff - ABC Bank advanced a loan of Rs. 10,00,000/- (Rupees Ten Lacs
only) to the defendant no. 1 - X, who is an agriculturist. The loan is granted for purchase
of a tractor and a trolley. Defendent no. 2 - Y and Defendant no. 3 - 7 are the guarantors
for the loan.

The defendant no. 1 executed a loan agreement and a deed of hypothecation of
the tractor in favour of the bank. The defendant nos. 2 and 3 executed a deed of
guarantee.

The loan carried interest rate of 10% p.a. and was repayable in equated monthly
instalments, over a period of 36 months.

As the defendant no. 1 defaulted the instalment in the second year, the plaintiff
issued a notice on 25.12.2008 recalling the loan. The defendants were called upon to
pay the entire outstanding amount alongwith interest and notice charges within a
month. The loan was granted on 25.11.2006. The defendants failed to comply. Hence
the plaintiff filed a suit in the court of Civil Judge Sr. Dvn Nashik for recovery of the
loan alongwith interest and costs etc.
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Averments in_the written statement

The defendant no. 1 claimed that the Branch Manager of the plaintiff has no
authority to file the suit. There is no conscious execution of the documents. The plaintiff
obtained signatures on some forms, without explaining the contents. The terms were
never agreed to. The loan has not become overduc as it was payable in three years.

The defendant nos. 2 and 3 claimed that they have not obtained any money as
such the agreement is without any consideration, hence void. The defendants are not
jointly or severally liable. Thus the suit be dismissed with costs.

It is the case of the plaintiff that defendant nos. 1 and 2 are the owners of the suit-land
bearing block no. 100, admeasuring 2 hectares, situated within the local limits of
village Takli, Taluka and District Ahmednagar. The defendants gave the suit-land to
the plaintiff for cultivation on crop-share basis for a period of 5 years i.e. from 1991-92
to 1995-96 by executing a ‘Batai-patra’ in his favour on 20.04.1991. The plaintiff was
put in possession of the suit-land. He continued to be in possession of the suit-land
even after the expiry of the period of five years. The defendants restrained the plaintiff
from cultivating the suit-land on 15.09.1998. It is the contention of the plaintiff that
he is in lawful and scttled possession of the suit-land and that the defendants cannot
dispossess him therefrom without due process of law. The plaintiff, therefore, filed the
suit seeking the relief of perpetual injunction to restrain the defendants from
disturbing his possession over the suit-land without due process of law..

The defendants filed written statement and opposed the claim of the plaintiff. They
denied that they have delivered possession of the suit-land to the plaintiff for
cultivation on crop-share basis, as claimed by him. They denied execution of
‘Batai-patra’ in favour of the plaintiff. According to them they are actually cultivating
the suit-land and that the plaintiff is their agricultural-labourer. They were paying
labour charges to the plaintiff. According to them, the plaintiff cannot seek the
equitable relief of injunction against them since they are the rightful owners of the
suit-land. On these grounds, they prayed that the suit may be dismissed with costs.

It is the case of the plaintiff that the defendant agreed to sell to him the suit-house
bearing House No. 456, situated within the Municipal limits of Saswad for a
consideration of ¥ 80,000/- by executing an agreement on 07.07.1979. The defendant
received ¥ 10,000/- as earncst money. The sale deed was to be cexecuted within
3 months and the balance amount was to be paid at that time. The defendant received
the further sum of ¥ 20,000/- from the plaintiff on 10.09.1979 and acknowledged the
receipt thereof under his signature. He further confirmed in writing about receipt of
total amount of ¥ 30,000/- from the plaintiff. The defendant did not execute sale deed
despite repeated requests made by the plaintiff. The plaintiff sent a notice dated
05.11.1979 (o the defendant, expressed his readiness and willingness to pay the
balance amount of T 50,000/- and called upon the defendant to cxccute sale deed
within 7 days from the date of receipt of the notice. The defendant received that
notice, but neither replied to it nor complied with it. Hence, the plaintiff filed the suit

for specific performance of contract of sale, for possession of the suit-house and for
future mesne profits. He specifically pleaded that he has always been ready and
willing to perform his part of the contract.

The defendant filed written statement and resisted the claims of the plaintiff. He
stated that his signature was obtained on a blank paper, which has been used to
create a false agreement of sale. He further stated that a contract of sale is bilateral
in nature under which, both, the vendor and vendee have rights and obligations.
Therefore, it has to be signed by both the parties. He stated that the agreecment dated
07.07.1979 has not been signed by the plaintiff (i.e. the verdee). Therefore, it is neither
a complete nor a valid agreement. Consequently, the plaintiff is not entitled to enforce
the same. On these grounds, the defendant prayed for dismissal of the suit with costs.
Evidence of the parties

To prove genuineness of the agreement, the plaintiff examined himsell as a witness,
one Shankar who was the scribe of the agreement and ore Jagdish, before whom the
agreement was entered into. He further produced and proved the receipt dated
10.09.1979 whereby the defendant acknowledged receipt of ¥ 20,000/- and confirmed
receipt of total amount of T 30,000/-.

As against him, the defendant examined himself only as a witness to deny the claims
of the plaintiff.
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Submissions on behalf of the plaintiff in respect of validity of the agrcement

The lcarned counsel for the plaintiff submitted that when an oral agreement to sell
is valid, a written agrcement signed by the vendor alone and delivered to the vendee,
who, in turn, accepted it, would be a valid contract.

Submissions on behalf of the defendant

The agreement signed by the vendor alone would not be valid and enforceable.

Averments in the Plaint

Plaintiff claims that he is the owner and possessor of the agricultural land bearing
Survey no. 66 admeasuring 5 Acres and 20 Ares situated at Thane. It is his ancestral
property. Defendant's land bearing Survey no. 65 adm. 3 Acres and 5 Ares is situated
on western side of his land. Defendant has no concern of whatsoever hature in the
suit land. However, recently when Plaintiff got the suit land measured, it was noticed
that Defendant has committed encroachment in the suit land to the extent of
1 Acre and 5 Ares from western side. Plaintiff called upon the Defendant to remove
the encroachment but defendant refused to do so. Hence Plaintiff is constrained to

file this suit for removal of encroachment and delivery of possession of encroached

portion.

Averments in the Written Statement

Defendant denied Plaintiff's suit in toto and contended interalia that the alleged
encroached portion is the part and parcel of his land bearing Survey no. 65. He is
the lawful owner and in possession of the same for the last more than 50 years.

There is no question of his committing encroachment on Plaintiff's suit land. Hence

Plaintiff cannot be entitled to its possession.

In the alternate, defendant states that for the last more than 50 years he is in
continuous, open and peaceful possession of the alleged encroached portion in the
suit land, to the knowledge of the plaintiff he has become owner by way of adverse
possession. Plaintiff's suit is thus barred by limitation. Hence on this ground also

Plaintiff's suit is liable to be dismissed with costs.

Plaintiff and Defendant No. 1 start business in partnership investing 1/2 share each in the
capital of the business. Defendant No. 2 is the brother of Defendant No. 1. He gives his premises
for running the business without charging any rent. Subsequently Defendant No. 1 retires and his
minor son is accepted as partner. After some period, plaintiff files a suit for dissolution of partnership
firm claiming half share in capital and profit and requesting the court for settlement of accounts.

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Facts for writing Judgement :

Plaintiff’s Case :

Plaintiff Mira instituted RCS no. 172 of 1987 against Gopal in the Court of
Civil Judge J.D. Nagpur praying for a declaration of her title in the suit property
and also for recovery of possession thereof. She claimed to have purchased the
same vide registered sale deed dated 26/6/1982 for the consideration of T 35,000
from the sons of Rahim, the original owner. She was registered as registered
owner in municipal records of the suit property. She averted that at the time of
sale, defendant Gopal was in possession of the suit property as tenant. Gopal did
neither accept her as his landlord nor paid the rent when demand was raised.

Dgfendant’s Case :

The defendant in his written statement, while reiterating that Rahim was
the owner of the suit property stoutly denied the transaction of sale by his sons
in favour of the plaintiff. Defendant Gopal claimed to be in occupation thereof on
the strength of an agreement of for sale executed between him and the original
owner Rahim. He contended that vendors of the plaintiff had no subsisting title
in the suit property to convey to her. He claims that Rahim executed Registered
Agreement for sale on 20/5/1975 and he had by installments in all paid ¥ 26,000
by 12/4/1976 which formed major part of the price. He claims to have paid
municipal tax of suit property since he is in possession. He also contended that
inspite of repeated insistences, the original owner did not execute the sale deed
and after his death his sons also avoided to do so.

Evidence ;

PW1 Subhash, the husband of the plaintiff in his testimony has stated that at
the time of purchase, when he enquired about the possession of the defendant over
suit property, his vendors told him that the deféendant was in occupation of the

~ premises as a tenant. The witness categorically denied about his knowledge of such

agreement for sale at the time of purchase.

PW2 Sultan, one of the sons of the original owner on oath affirmed the
execution of the sale deed dated 26/6/1982 in favour of the plaintiff for a

_ consideration of ¥ 35,000. Though, this witness admitted the agreement for sale

between the defendant and his father, he mentioned that on inquiry, his father has
told him that the agreement has lapsed as the purchase was not made within time.
This witness has categorically stated that he did not disclose about the agreement
for sale to the plaintiff and instead had disclosed to her husband that defendant was
only a tenant in possession of the suit property.

As against this, the defendant amongst others sought to rely on his testimony
to the effect that he had always been ready and willing to perform the contract and
also in the reply to the notice sent by the vendors of the plaintiff conveying him
cancellation of agreement for sale he reiterated his readiness and willingness to get
the sale deed, on the basis of the agreement for sale executed. He claimed that he
cannot be dispossessed suit property — House no. 44, Ravinagar, Nagpur.

Plaintiff’s Case is as under :

Sunil Borate and Sham Pandit are friends. Sunil is a cloth merchant and Sham
is a builder/contractor. Sunil and Sham were having financial transactions in the
past. Sunil was in need of money and therefore approached Sham on 2.2.2014 with
a request to lend him amount of ¥ 3,00,000 for his business purpose. Sham extended
the said amount on 15.2.2014 by withdrawing it from his account. Sunil had promised
to return the amount within 6 months. It was agreed that no interest will be paid on
the said amount, if the same is returned within the stipulated period.

Sunil failed to return the amount within 6 months, Sham issued notice
dt.

Hence suit has been filed by Sham for recovery of ¥ 3,25,000 against Sunil.

Digambar failed to vacate the shop despite
receipt of notice by raising defence of total denial. Ram therefore filed the suit for
eviction of his tenant Digambar.
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Defence taken in the written statement :

Digambar filed the written statement and denied material facts pleaded by
Ram. He has raised two told defence. First defence is that his landlord Ram had
granted him oral permission to divide the shop into two shops. He is therefore
estopped from making the grievance. He has accepted the rent for two years, despite
knowing the division of shop. His second defence is that the construction of dividing
wall does not amount to erection of structure of permanent nature. His act is not
voilative of the provisions of rent act. He has not caused damage to the original

shop.
